INFORMATION IDENTIFICATION SECTION

At ITW, we realize that information is an important business asset.  Indeed, we would not be in business today if we were unable to gather and analyze a wealth of information concerning apartment complexes and our clients (business executives in need of temporary housing).

In this section, we identify and describe the information the proposed system should maintain.  Each information element has a unique number.  This number will appear again in the next section when we describe the scoring mechanism.  We’ve also identified the major characteristics of each information element.  Those characteristics include (1) type - alphabetic, numeric, boolean, etc. and (2) length - if applicable.

We have broken down our information requirements into six (6) categories.  These include:

1. Apartment Complex
4. Owner

2. Billing
5. Client

3. Management Group
6. Graphics

Some categories also have sub-categories.  These category and sub-category designations will appear again in the next section when we describe the scoring mechanism.

CATEGORY:  APARTMENT COMPLEX INFORMATION

Definition:  An APARTMENT COMPLEX is a customer of ITW.  ITW represents APARTMENT COMPLEXes to business executives who need temporary housing.  ITW’s primary goal is to help business executives find temporary housing by matching them to the most appropriate APARTMENT COMPLEX.  APARTMENT COMPLEX information is broken down into three separate sub-categories.  The first section provides general APARTMENT COMPLEX information.  The second section provides descriptions of the overall features of an APARTMENT COMPLEX (for example, whether or not on-site security is available).  The third section provides information on each floor plan provided by an APARTMENT COMPLEX.

For each negative response you provide for an information element whose STATUS is “R,” two points will be deducted from one positive response you provide for an information element whose STATUS is “N.”  For example, if you provide a negative response for three (3) required information elements and a positive response for four (4) would-be-nice information elements, you will receive only a one (1) point increase for each of three of the would-be-nice information elements (meaning that you would lose a total of six points).
